e call this the Versatile Vase
for a good reason: there are
SO many ways you can design it,

i tds amazing!
You can make all four of the patterns,
and put one pattern on each panel.

You can make each of the four panels
identical.

You can make the front and back the
same pattern and the left and right the
same pattern (but different from the
front and back panels).

You can add one of the three alternate
patterns to the Basic Body pattern and
use it on the four panels, or two panels,
or only one panel.

You can design an alternate pattern of
your own and add it to the Basic Body
pattern, using it on only one panel, on
two panels, or on all four panels.

You can even turn the vase upside down
and have the larger part at the bottom.

There ar e t wel ve
design. You can make every band the
same color.

You can alternate band colors on one
panel, or on all four panels.

You can run some of the bands (such as
bands number 1, number 7, and number
12) in the same color all around the four
panels, and change the colors of all of
the other bands (to whatever you have
on hand).

You can make the Versatile Vase any
size you would like, simply by enlarging
or reducing the patterns.

The best part is that you can use any
glass you have on hand i solid colors,
patterns, textures, iridized i just as long
as you use some artistic discretion.

We do not recommend that you put water or
potting soil into the Versatile Vase. Use it
for dried or artificial flowers.

The first thing you must do is to decide what
patterns and colors you are going to use. Print out a
complete set of patterns (all six of them). Put them
side bysi de on your
about the patterns, including any Alternates you plan
on using. Look through your glass selection, and
make notes on what glass you would like to use.
Pull those pieces of glass and lay them out on
another surface. Scribble some approximate colors
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on the patterns. When you have decided, make two
sets of patterns (one for the table, one for cutting)

Lay the four patterns side by side on your worktable.
Note the pattern for the bottom is also on the table.

If you are going to use an alternate design on top of
the basic pattern, cut it out. If the alternate is one of
your own creations, and you draw it on the pattern,
you will have to redraw it on the template paper.

Tape or paste the cutout alternate to the pattern.
You will have to make two composites, one for the
table and one to cut apart for the templates.

Cut the glass for the Rose, foil the pieces, and nail
them in position. We recommend quarter-inch foil.

You now have an opportunity to create a bit of

petals, use a pin to lift the outside edge of the petal
to about the height of the piece of glass just outside
the Rose; at the same time, you will hold the inside
edge of the petal down onto the pattern. Put a dab
of solder on the outside edge to hold that position.
Then lift the outside edge of another petal furthest
from the center of the Rose and put a dab of solder
on that petal. Keep lifting the outside edges of Rose
petals until you have reached the small petals near
the center. When you have finished all of the petals,
you have created a stepped effect that will give you
a three-dimensional look to the Rose. Do not put
too much solder on any of the dabs yet.
